Thursday morning sessions included speakers on Texas TMCs, Arterial Management Systems, 

and Commercial Vehicles. Conference attendees heard about mobility initiatives, major changes 

in Texas TMCs, creative way of operating a city TMC on a tight budget, and using Bluetooth 

technology for travel time calculations.

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ITS Texas 2009 Awards 

 

The following awards were given at the 2009 ITS Texas Annual Meeting: 

 DART and The City of Dallas: DART Transit Signal Priority (TSP)  

The project is a joint effort between DART and The City of Dallas. Abed Abukar and Mark Titus 

are the project managers for DART and the City of Dallas, respectively.  

With the completion of the new DART Green Line, train headways in the downtown transit mall 

will decrease to 2.5 minutes in each direction. Recognizing the need to efficiently move up to 48 

trains per hours through the transit mall, DART and the City initiated a systems engineering 

process to define and implement a new transit signal priority system in the downtown transit 

mall. During the development phase of the project, several critical requirements were identified. 

These included the following: 

1. Provide non-stop station to station travel for trains  

2. Maintain acceptable levels of surface for vehicular and pedestrian traffic  

3. Provide mid-station stopping locations for trains that do not block upstream intersections. 

The TSP requirements lead the design team to identify, test, and implement several new 

technologies along the transit mall corridor. These included the following: 

1. ―Time-of-flight infrared devices for detecting trains at locations within the stations and at 

intersections - These devices allow the TSP system to detect a specific area of the train, 

eliminating false calls from trucks or other vehicles in the corridor, and providing location 

specific detection within a station. This capability allow the TSP system to determine the type of 

boarding (i.e. normal or hy-block) that is occurring in the station, and when the train is prepared 

to leave the station.  

2. ModBus Communication equipment and protocol for intersection to intersection 

communication - The Modus communication protocol was developed in 1979 and has become a 

standard in industry for communication between electronic devices. The ModBus equipment is 

used in the TSP system to send train detection information between intersections. At each 

intersection, the traffic signal controller uses the information to determine the proper signal 

response for a train. This response includes such actions as starting early of extending the train 

―go‖ indication. In some cases, the TSP system may hold a train (i.e. not provide a ―go‖ 

indication) until the train can proceed non-stop to the next station or approved stopping location 

between stations.  

The TSP system communicates over a 5.8Ghz Wireless system installed as part of the project. 

Because of the critical need to communicate between intersection, the wireless network includes 

several layers of redundancy. 
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The TSP System has been implemented, tested and is currently operating at 14 intersections in 

the downtown transit mall. It is a great example of multi-agency partnerships and the 

implementation of new technologies in the transportation industry.  

 

 Central Texas Regional Mobility Authority: 183A Transition to All-Electronic Tolling  

On December 1, 2008 the 183A toll road became one of the first in the United States to transition 

to all-electronic toll collection. Many technologies commonly associated with Intelligent 

Transportation Systems enabled the Central Texas Regional Mobility Authority to lead the way 

into cashless all-electronic tolling. Unlike some other early adopters of cashless tolling, the 

Mobility Authority was among the first to successfully transition an existing toll road and to 

offer license plate based video billing as a customer option. 

Transition Activities:  

 Video Billing: The "Pay by Mail " video billing program was implemented to encourage 

TxTag usage while maximizing revenue from non tag customers. Violation Enforcement: 

Pay by Mail included violation enforcement through fees, a collection agency and the 

Williamson County court system .  

 Outreach: A "Scratch and Win" ticket contest provided information about the transition 

and the chance to win TxTag credits. Outreach also included earned media , message 

signs, newspaper inserts, radio advertising and community events.  

 Revised Signing and Striping: Signage was installed to let drivers know TxTag and Pay 

By Mail toll rates and that cash was not accepted. Signs referencing cash toll booths were 

removed, entry and exit points were restriped and barriers preventing cash lane entry 

were installed.  

 Ramp Toll Plaza Reconfiguration: Coin machines at toll plazas were removed and signs 

discouraging customers from stopping were installed. 

Transition Outcome:  

 Reduced Operating Costs: Operational cost savings of more than $1.3 million annually.  

 No Revenue Loss: Prior to going cashless, the agency collected approximately $163,000 

per month ($92,000 at cash booths; $71,000 by mail). Since the transition, the agency 

collects $200,000 per month in toll revenue and receives approximately $100,000 in fees, 

yielding additional revenue.  

 No Traffic Loss: Traffic on 183A has increased. In December 2008, traffic was up 16% 

over December 2007.  

 Eliminated Delays, Improved Safety, Reduced Fuel Consumption and Vehicle Emissions: 

Drivers no longer stop to pay tolls, reducing accident chances, improving vehicle fuel 

economy and decreasing vehicle emissions.

In 2004, 

Robert left TxDOT and joined Telvent Farradyne. While with Telvent Farradyne, Robert held 

the title of ITS Design Engineer and worked on a large variety of ITS projects across the US.  In 

2008, Robert moved on from Telvent Farradyne and joined MICA Corporation, a specialty 

contractor that constructs ITS projects of all sizes in Texas, as an ITS Design Engineer where he 

is currently employed and continues to impact the design and installation of major ITS projects 

throughout Texas.

Houston, TX – At a press conference in Houston, Houston TranStar was presented an ITS 

America Smart Solution Spotlight award for its innovative use of intelligent transportation 

systems (ITS) to develop a Web-based Evacuation Status Map to coordinate the emergency 

evacuation of the Gulf region’s 5.9 million people during major hurricanes. ITS America 

President and CEO Scott Belcher presented the award to Mike Marcotte, Chair of the Houston 

TranStar Executive Committee, and David Fink, Transportation Operations Engineer for TxDOT  

 

As the leading voice for the use of smart technology to address our nation’s transportation 

challenges, the ITS America Smart Solution Spotlight award highlights the best and most 

innovative use of intelligent transportation systems to address national and regional 

transportation challenges.  

 

Why Is The Evacuation Status Map Important?  

Efficiently managing and operating region-wide transportation systems are vital to keep 

Southeast Texas' traffic moving smoothly and safely. Providing the public with a wide variety of 

traffic information through the use of Intelligent Transportation Systems technology has become 

increasingly necessary in Texas' 13-county gulf coast planning region, a region with more than 

5.9 million inhabitants.  

 

In times of crisis, the region must be evacuated in a safe, orderly and rapid fashion. In advance of 

Hurricane Ike in September 2008, the Harris County Office of Homeland Security & Emergency  

Management coordinated efforts with local, state and federal officials to coordinate the 

approved, pre-designated Zip Code Zone Evacuation Plan.  

 

Lessons learned from previous events, including the traffic nightmares caused by Hurricane Rita 

in 2005, paved the way for smoother evacuations. The 2008 evacuation plan, a static map with 

fixed routes and evacuation zones, served as intended, moving about 1.2 million people away 

from the coastal areas.  
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Previously, as a storm approached, evacuations were ordered according to zip codes, moving 

coastal residents out first. TxDOT cameras and detectors allowed decision makers at TranStar to 

monitor evacuation routes and traffic flow. To determine whether the region's Evacuation Plan 

was being followed, emergency responders either telephoned outlying jurisdictions for updates, 

or simply hoped for the best if time prevented that contact.  

 

How Does the Evacuation Status Map Work?  

The State of Texas’ Office of Emergency Management has developed a Southeast Texas 

evacuation plan, which includes placement of law enforcement resources and approved 

evacuation routes with rest stations, pre-designated fuel stations and other amenities for 

evacuees. The interactive map incorporates that plan, allowing jurisdictions to post and update 

their personnel and equipment location and status in real time, offering nearby agencies vital 

information which can be used to plan emergency response, adjust evacuation plans and take 

other actions as needed.  

 

The map is shared via the Web to the region’s emergency management and law enforcement 

officials. It will also display information on incidents, construction, weather conditions, 

evacuation zones, emergency responder deployment and more.  

 

What Is Houston TranStar?  

The Houston TranStar consortium is a partnership of four government agencies that are 

responsible for providing Transportation Management and Emergency Management services to 

the Greater Houston Region. The partnership includes:

In addition, Houston is the first major metropolitan area in the United States to combine the 

resources and expertise of the Office of Emergency Management with transportation managers 

into one state-of-the-art center.  

 

When emergency conditions arise such as hurricanes, floods, industrial explosions or terrorist 

attacks, the Emergency Operations Center (EOC) at Houston TranStar is activated. 

Representatives from the four agencies—as well as such diverse entities as the U.S. Army, 

Salvation Army, Harris County Toll Road Authority, Amateur Radio Operator volunteers, the 

American Red Cross, and area local governments—coordinate a response to the incident. The 

Automated Flood Warning System, Doppler Radar Imagery, Satellite Weather Maps, Road 

Flood Warning Systems and the Regional Incident Management System (RIMS) comprise some 

of the technologies used to address emergencies.  

 

In addition, Houston TranStar uses state-of-the-art technologies including more than 660 

regional Closed Circuit Television Cameras (CCTVs), Dynamic Message Signs (DMS), and 

synchronized traffic signals, speed sensors, Highway Advisory Radio, ramp meters and other 

devices also help keep the region’s traffic moving.

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Although not necessarily a direct ITS issue, distracted driving probably contributes to many of 

the incidents that we end up managing and tracking with our ITS systems. As cell phones, PDAs 

and various vehicle navigation devices become an ever increasing in vehicle extension of our 

ITS systems, the potential of increased influence of ITS and distracted driving is sure to grow. 

The site has some interesting statistics and is well worth a visit. The following are text extracts 

from the website:  

A 2008 survey by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) reveals an 

increase in the use of electronic devices while driving and some regional differences in this 

practice. 

Overview 

The percentage of young drivers texting or using other hand-held electronic devices has 

increased from 2007, according to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administrationôs 2008 

nationwide survey, which provides the only nationwide probability-based observed data on 

driver electronic device use in the United States. The survey shows that the hand-held cell phone 

use rate in 2008 translates into 812,000 vehicles being driven by someone using a hand-held cell 

phone at any given moment during daylight hours. It also translates into an estimated 11 percent 

of all vehicles that had drivers who were using some type of phone (hand-held or hands-free). 

Highlights 

 Nationwide, those drivers observed visibly manipulating hand-held electronic devices 

increased from 0.7 percent to 1.0 percent.  

 Some 1.7 percent of drivers 16 to 24 years old were observed visibly manipulating 

hand-held electronic devices, up from 1.0 percent the previous year.  

 More drivers in Western States were observed manipulating hand-held electronic 

devices (2.1%) than in the other regions of the country (from 0.4% in the Northeast 

to 0.8% in the Midwest).  

 The use of hand-held devices increased the most in the West, from 0.6 percent in 

2007 to 2.1 percent in 2008.  

The observed use rate of hand-held electronic devices was higher among females (1.2%) than 

among males (0.8%).their eyes or their focus off the road ï even for just a few seconds ï they put

There are three main types of distraction: 

 Visual ð taking your eyes off the road  

 Manual ð taking you hands of the wheel  

 Cognitive ð taking your mind off what youôre doing  

Distracted driving is any non-driving activity a person engages in that has the potential to 

distract him or her from the primary task of driving and increase the risk of crashing. 
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While all distractions can endanger driversô safety, texting is the most alarming because it 

involves all three types of distraction. 

Other distracting activities include: 

 Using a cell phone  

 Eating and drinking  

 Talking to passengers  

 Grooming  

 Reading, including maps  

 Using a PDA or navigation system  

 Watching a video  

 Changing the radio station, CD, or Mp3 player.  

 

Research on distracted driving reveals some surprising facts: 

 Using a cell phone use while driving, whether itôs hand-held or hands-free, delays a 

driver's reactions as much as having a blood alcohol concentration at the legal limit 

of .08 percent. (Source: University of Utah)  

 Driving while using a cell phone reduces the amount of brain activity associated with 

driving by 37 percent. (Source: Carnegie Mellon)  

 Nearly 6,000 people died in 2008 in crashes involving a distracted driver, and more 

than half a million were injured. (NHTSA)  

 The younger, inexperienced drivers under 20 years old have the highest proportion of 

distraction-related fatal crashes.  

Drivers who use hand-held devices are four times as likely to get into crashes serious enough to 

injure themselves. (Source: Insurance Institute for Highway Safety)  

 
 

 

   

Proposed Rule Banning Texting by Truck & Bus Drivers 
 

WASHINGTON, D.C. - U.S Transportation Secretary Ray LaHood announced a federal rule that 

proposes to specifically prohibit texting by interstate commercial truck and bus drivers. The 

proposed rule would make permanent an interim ban announced in January 2010 that applied 

existing safety rules to the specific issue of texting.   

The Department also announced an unprecedented partnership with Cornell University to 

increase public involvement and collaboration in the rulemaking process.  The Cornell e-
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Rulemaking Initiative (CeRI) partnership will make the federal regulatory process more 

accessible to the public through Regulation Room, an online public participation environment 

where people can learn about and discuss proposed federal regulations and provide effective 

feedback to the Department.   

"This is good news on two fronts," said Secretary LaHood.  "This rulemaking keeps our 

commitment to making our roads safer by reducing the threat of distracted driving. And our 

partnership with Cornell on the e-Rulemaking Initiative is an important step toward keeping 

President Obama's promise of opening government to more effective citizen participation."  

Today’s proposed rule to ban texting by drivers of commercial vehicles and bus drivers is the 

first effort in this innovative partnership.  Citizens can find more information on the Cornell 

online effort and provide comments on the proposed rule at regulationroom.org over the next 30 

days.  The Department of Transportation encourages participation in this rulemaking through 

Regulation Room, but the public may also submit comments to the DOT docket at 

regulation.gov. 

FMCSA research shows that drivers who send and receive text messages take their eyes off the 

road for an average of 4.6 seconds out of every 6 seconds while texting.  At 55 miles per hour, 

this means that the driver is traveling the length of a football field, including the end zones, 

without looking at the road.   

Drivers who text while driving are more than 20 times more likely to get in an accident than non-

distracted drivers.  Because of the safety risks associated with the use of electronic devices while 

driving, FMCSA is also working on additional regulatory measures that will be announced in the 

coming months. 

"We are committed to using every resource available to eliminate the dangers of distracted 

driving,‖ said FMCSA Administrator Anne S. Ferro.  ―This rulemaking to prohibit texting by 

interstate commercial truck and bus drivers, along with the Cornell E-Rulemaking Initiative, 

reinforces our unwavering commitment and provides the public with a unique opportunity to 

share their ideas and comments on how together we can make our roads safer.‖   

The proposed rule will be on public display in the Federal Register March 31 and will appear in 

print in the Federal Register on April 1. 

During the September 2009 Distracted Driving Summit, the Secretary announced the 

Department’s plan to pursue this regulatory action, as well as rulemakings to reduce the other 

 risks posed by distracted driving.  

President Obama also signed an Executive Order directing federal employees not to engage in 

text messaging while driving government-owned vehicles or with government-owned 

equipment.  Federal employees were required to comply with the ban starting on December 30, 

2009.

U.S. Secretary of Transportation Ray LaHood announced the appointment of 10 new 

members to the Advisory Council on Transportation Statistics (ACTS) to advise the 

Department’s Bureau of Transportation Statistics (BTS), a part of the Research and Innovative 

Technology Administration (RITA), on statistical matters. ―We are bringing together a 

knowledgeable group from diverse parts of the transportation community to provide their 

expertise to the Department,‖ Secretary LaHood said. ―The new ACTS members will assist the 

Department in coordinating data and statistics with our work on transportation systems for the 

future.‖ RITA Administrator Peter Appel said the appointments are an important step for BTS. ―I 

expect the new ACTS members to provide recommendations to help BTS increase the quality 

and relevance of its data at a time when the Department is working to create a 21st century 

transportation system,‖ he said. ―These appointments are a springboard for BTS’ future as a vital 

factor in transportation.‖ ACTS was created by the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient 

Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU) of 2005 to advise BTS on the 

quality, reliability, consistency, objectivity, and relevance of transportation statistics and 

analyses collected, supported, or disseminated by the Bureau and the Department. The new 

members are:
